Eligible seniors, over the age of 60, and adults with physical disabilities, ages 18 through 59, may be eligible for free or low cost in-home personal assistance services provided by JEVS Supports for Independence.  (For more information, call 814-360-7411.)





Individuals may hire their own assistant suitable to their personal needs and schedules, such as a family member or friend or relative, including an adult child. If necessary, an assistant may be referred for the consumer by JEVS.





Many eligible seniors desire to remain in their own homes and make their own choices. With JEVS Supports for Independence, services provided to eligible individuals can include dressing, grooming, toileting, and meal preparation, depending on their needs.  





Personal Assistance Services are provided to eligible individuals and are funded by the PA Department of Public Welfare.  Fees may be provided on a sliding scale basis for individuals who do not qualify for free services.





According to the last census done in Centre County, there are 18,570 seniors over the age of 60. Many of these individuals are eligible for free or low cost in-home Personal Assistant Services. For more information contact Centre County resident Kim Folmar at (814) 360-7411.
