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Mural Collaboration at Northeast EARN Center a Success 
JEVS clients and staff work together to beautify EARN Center 

PHILADLEPHIA – Staff and clients from JEVS Human Services created a mural at the Northeast EARN Center on March 22. The mural consists of nine large panels on an inside wall measuring about 100 feet. Designed by JEVS graphic designer Amy Weiss, the mural reflects abstract yet instantly recognizable Philadelphia scenes.
Located at 4739 Frankford Avenue, the Northeast EARN Center is operated by JEVS and funded by the Pennsylvania Department of Public Welfare. Several JEVS employees worked together to sketch the mural in preparation for painting. Painters included EARN Center and other JEVS administrative and executive staff, as well as clients from the EARN Center, JEVS Community Collaborative and JEVS Employment Network. Community Collaborative provides day services for adults with developmental delays and Employment Network assists individuals with mental retardation in finding work. The mural project helped clients learn how to work together to achieve a common goal, and fostered feelings of belonging, both within the JEVS community and in Frankford. 

The Northeast EARN (Employment Advancement Retention Network) system provides one-stop employment services for residents receiving TANF (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families). The goal is to provide individualized employment services, thereby helping clients become long-term members of the workforce and retain employment.
The mural will be officially dedicated at the Northeast EARN Center Grand Opening Celebration on April 18. Tours of the facility will start at 2:00 p.m. and the official presentation will take place at 3:00 p.m. The event is open to anyone who is interested in seeing the mural or learning about the customer-centered services the Northeast EARN Center offers the Frankford neighborhood.
