Officiated by Rabbi Marjorie Berman, the Women’s Seder is part of Career Strategies’ Working for Success program. Working for Success participants are Jewish women under the age of 60, unemployed or underemployed and living in the Delaware Valley. While receiving training in job readiness skills, building a résumé, interviewing skills, knowledge about the local job market and increased control over the job search process through workshops, they also benefit from one-on-one job search assistance and coaching from an experienced job placement specialist. The program is free to eligible participants.
